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3. OPERATION AT A GLANCE

When the CX-IRB’s JP1 jumper is set for the desired VDC voltage (12 or 24 volts) and voltage is applied to V+ for positive and V- for 
negative (GND) the DPDT relay will energize.

This DPDT relay will provide two independent poles offering both changes of state to pick from (N.O. & N.C.) to drive up to two 
independent functions and offering 4 changes of state.
