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PRELIMINARY INSTRUCTIONS

Remove 4 Phillips screws and carefully pry up lid, observing the cable hamess for
the LE.D.. Let the Lid hang below the box so you can view the diagram inside
lid.

Determine Day-Mode setting of the jumper. Your setting depends on the Electric
Strike used. If it is a continuous duty strike, and is retracted during the day,
leave the jumper on both pins.

If your strike is an intermittent duty strike and the door latch is to be
mechanically dogged back during the day, carefully pull off the jumper with your
fingers, or needlenose pliers. Place the jumper back over one of the pins only.

We suggest that you leave the fuse in Position One. This gives Dry Contacts out
to the strike (Term’s 3,4, &5). If you prefer to supply 24VAC switched power
directly to the strike, remove the single fuse, and along with a second fuse, place
into Position Two. This will now send 24VAC from the ESP-12 directly to the
strike. It is important that you match the Power Supply to the Esp-12 with the
Load rating of the electric strike. (i.e. - If the strike draws 1 Amp, use a 2 Amp
transformer).

Now bring the wiring into the unit through the two supplied squeeze connectors,
and connect to the respective terminals. Ensure there are no loose strands of wire
touching the board, or other terminals.

Note: The output of the card reader wires directly to Terminals 7&8 of the ESP-
12. DO NOT WIRE THE CARD READER TO STRIKE!!!

Switch on the power supply to the ESP-12, and observe the Green L.E.D. on the
Lid. Now turn the Key switch to OFF position. The L.E.D. should extinguish.

Turn The Key switch to Night mode and test unit for proper operation. The
potentiometers may need some slight adjustments. It is advisable to have about
10 to 20 seconds of time on Pot #2. This enables the outside switch to open the
door, after the card reader is activated. Note that even if the strike has relaxed,
pushing the outside button will still unlock and open the door, (if pushed before
the time-out setting).

Once the pots have been adjusted, turn Key switch to Day setting, and observe
proper operation of the door. The strike (or latch) should be retracted and either
push switch would open the door. The card reader has no effect on operation.

Addendum

PURPOSE:
The ESP-12 (M) has been modified, to aliow direct connection with our Mdl. #EP-100
Card Reader. This modification is identified as ESP-12 Ver. 2.

CONNECTIONS:
Version 2 units will have a total of 10 terminals on Terminal strip.//. Terminals 7
through 10 are dedicated for the Card reader. If Model #EP-100 is used, wire as follows:

EP-100 ESP-12 (m)
Green (Data 0) #7

Black (Ground) #8

Red (+5V) #9

Brown (L.ED.) #10

If any other Card reader is used with this unit, Terminals 7 and 8 only are to be used.
Connect the Card readers Output (N.O. Dry contacts) to these terminals.

Do not connect anything to Terminals 9, and 10 or damage to the ESP-12 will result,
voiding the Warranty

Additional Changes

If this unit is installed in a Metal Cabinet (#£SP-12M), a Label bearing the mark “4BM
Access 20007 will appear on the outside of the case

References to a “Day-Nite Key switch” are to refer instead to the “On/Off and Day/Nite
Mode” Push switches mounted on the Case Lid. These push switches are Lighted for
easier identification.

The Cabinet lid may be secured with the Key lock, or the two supplied Tamper resistant
screws.(NoT SupPLIED)
