If you are using a « Shear Lock » electromagnetic lock, it is recommended to
use a separate power supply than the one connected to the CM~50SB!

All the digit keys can be used to program a user code (0 to 9, * and #).

The master code can not be used as a user code.

The 4-digit code 0000 and the 5-digit code 00000 are used to delete an existing user code and
then can not be used as user codes.

Request-to-exit

The request-to-exit button activates relay 1 RL1 (the relay can be programmed in momentary or latched
time output).

The contact of the timer allows to use the « 0 » key as an external push button:

Contact of the timer opened and dip-switch n°3 in position ON - « 0 » digit external push button,
Contact of the timer closed - « 0 » in normal mode

Setting a new Master Code
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Choose the number of digits to use putting the dip-switch n° 2 in position ON for 4 digit code
or on position off for 5-digit code.

Put dip-switch n® 1 in position ON.

Red LED lights on to confirm that you have entered in programming mode.

Enter the 4 or 5 digit code of the new master code.

Red LED lights off 1 second to indicate the validation of the new master code.

Put dip-switch n® 1 on position OFF to exit from the programming mode and come back to the
normal mode.

When the red LED blinks, a mistake of programming occurred.

Setting Time delays and User codes
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Choose the number of digits to use putting the dip-switch n° 2 in position ON for 4- digit or in
position for 5-digit

Enter twice the master code. The red LED lights on. You are in the programming mode.

Enter the user code position number to be programmed (from 00 to 49), then the 4 or 5-digit
user code . Red LED turns off for 1 second to indicate the validation of the code.

Enter 51 (relay code number for relay RL1), 52 for relay RL2, then the relay time delay in
seconds — 01 for 1 second up to 99 for 99 seconds. 00 = relay latched output time.

Do not use the latched output with 24 V!

The red LED lights off during 1 second to confirm the validation of the time delay.

Press # to exit from the programming mode at any time. The red LED lights off to confirm that
you have come back to the normal mode.

When the red LED blinks, a mistake in programming has unfortunately occurred.

The master code can not be used as a user code.

The 4-digit code 0000 and the 5-digit code 00000 are used to delete an existing user code and
then can not be used as a user code.

Each time that a code is recognized, the green LED lights on and the relay is activated during
the programmed time delay.

To activate several relays with the same code, you have to program this code in several groups.
Time delay 00 = latched output time. (when a valid code is entered the relay stays activated
until the code is entered again)

Do not use the latched output with 24 V!

Set the code length by selecting the position on dip-switch n° 2 (ON for 4-digit, OFF for 5-digit).
